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CHAIR: We're going to end now, our proceedings for the day now — we're not, we're going to
have a little movie, aren't we? Off you go, have a cup of tea or whatever you need.

MS ANDERSON: Madam Chair, just to check how you wish to proceed given the hour, and of
course the stenographers and the signers. The next pre-recorded witness has been on stand-
by to watch it at this time, so it may be preferable if we could proceed, it is a significant
indulgence, but it's a 15-minute video.

CHAIR: I think — well, first of all, do the signers, I suppose the signers need to — are you all
right? [Affirmative] You never say no, do you. For that we're very grateful. And for you
at least it's recorded so that you can go back and check later. So no, I think we should do
that, because we don't want her waiting any longer.

MS ANDERSON: Look I appreciate that, Madam Chair. Yes, it will take us a little later sitting
than normal.

CHAIR: That's fine.

MS ANDERSON: But I think it will help us keep on track for next week.

CHAIR: No, no I think it's really important that our survivors get the chance to speak than
anybody else.

MS ANDERSON: This person is a person who worked at the school, so her evidence is relevant
to a lot of the contextual --

CHAIR: Yes.

MS ANDERSON: -- matters you've been exploring with some of the survivors who have also
spoken to that directly.

CHAIR: We're looking forward to that, so yes please.

MS ANDERSON: TI'll hand it over to the technical side that will bring up, thank you very much.

CHAIR: Just for the audience, this witness will not be — her face will not be shown.

[Video played of Ms AM's statement]

MS ANDERSON: Madam Chair, that concludes the evidence for the day.

CHAIR: [ think we'll just — Commissioner- Alofivae will thank the witness if she's watching and
if she's not she can see it later.

MS ANDERSON: Yes, she is watching (inaudible).

CHAIR: Excellent.

COMMISSIONER ALOFIVAE: Ms. AM, I am so grateful that you've waited until the end of
the day so that we can thank you in person. Thank you for the courage, because it could
not have been easy for you, you were so young back then. But what you've come forward

with in your evidence is so critically vital and important to our investigation, to our Hearing
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that's going on right now. We could hear the passion and actually the love in your heart for
the five boys in particular that you were like a big sister to, and clearly, they felt that that
was reciprocated because they're still in contact with you today.

Take heart in knowing that actually you made a very, very big difference in their
life, and I say that with strength because of the context of the evidence that you've shared.
So once again, on behalf of the Commission, on behalf of our Chair, can we just thank you
with much gratitude and sincerity for coming forward, for helping us in our work. Malie.

CHAIR: Thank you. We will close the proceedings with a karakia, much needed karakia might
I say, so thank you. If we could all just stand thank you.
